A s the Baby Boomers fulfill
their career interests and
raise children of their own, water
sporis are booming as wall- It is
conservatively estimated that 12
million water skiers take to the
:rha::l:& each year. Those numbers
come is N0 SUrprise, espe-
cially when you consider that
water skiing is the idonl family
sport. It's one activity that the
entire family can enjoy together.
That has true since water
skiing was invented in 1922, by
a Minnesotan named Ralph
Samuelson. The American Water
Ski Association (AWSA), founded
in 1939, is forever changing to
meet the needs of its members as
the sport continues to evolve,
Many of AWSA's 24,000 mem-
bers are recreational water skiers,
while vet others com in water
ski tournaments across the
country. As the governing body
for the sport of water skiing in the
United States, AWSA will have
sanctioned more than 500 water
gki tournaments in 1990 alone.
That includes cash-prize tourna-
ments that will offer a combined
purse of $2.2 million this year.
Most of AWSA's members are
traditional water skiers. That is,
they enjoy one or more of the
three most common water skiin
disciplines—slalom, tricks an
jumping. But the ranks of AWSA
also are filled with many who
prefer to perform in water ski
shows, or ski on their bare feet.
