No event participant, under any
circumstance, should be currently listed on the USA- WSWS Suspended Members
List. All participating IWWF-affiliated National Federations must assist the local
organizing committee (LOC) in being compliant with the Safe Sport Sanctioned Event
Expectations.

USA WATER SKI & WAKE SPORTS INSURANCE

All athletes are required to sign up as members of USA Water Ski & Wake Sports
before they are permitted to compete in the 2022 IWWF World Masters Barefoot Water
Ski Championships.
